8 | Update from the 8th May City-wide BME Network Event

A working group was set up to design a networking model which addresses the needs of BME communities, as expressed in the citywide 'Having our say' event held in September last year by OFFER, VAS and the City Council. On the 8th May this network development group reported back at the Mega Centre on the work it had done and the decisions it had made. 

Since September the working group has maintained the clear purpose of taking the issues from September 2007 forward and designing a model which meets Sheffield BME Community needs. The group spent a lot of time looking at models from other regions and picked out the best elements from each. 

Attendees discussed the proposed model of a city-wide BME network and voted in a concealed ballot. 100% of those present agreed it was the way forward for BME groups in the city. Mike Paterson from Sheffield City Council supports the formation of a city-wide BME network and gave a commitment to find future funding

The event recognised that some parts of the city had existing support networks such as the BME Cluster in South Sheffield. The Cluster is linked directly to the new BME City Wide network and has two delegates on the current working group. These representatives report back to you, the BME community groups in South Sheffield at BME Cluster meetings.

Next Steps
The working group have now completed the design phase and are moving into the development phase as they make the interim structure a reality and work on getting the resources for the final structure.

11 | Funding for Environmental Projects - Community Spaces funding available now

A small group of volunteers has met twice, facilitated by South Sheffield Partnership to support and coordinate bids for environmental projects. The initial target is the ‘Community Spaces’ lottery funding being administered by Groundworks UK. Beyond that we want to make sure we are ready to respond to any further environmental funding opportunities.
The group decided to contact the neighbourhood forums and trusts with a brief survey to find out whether there were locally identified priority projects already, whether local groups needed any support to submit a bid, or wanted to work together on joint bids. 
Some common themes emerged from the survey. From this, the group is suggesting that we work together on a bid, or several separate bids, to develop a network of pocket parks. 

The group is still open to volunteers who wish to get involved in the coordination process. If you know of a local priority and you are not in contact with your local forum or trust then please do contact us to let us know. A 'Community' doesn't have to be a geographical neighbourhood, so it would be useful to know of any spaces which are a priority for development within a community of interest as well.
