In September over 70 individuals from BME (Black and Minority Ethnic) voluntary, community and faith-based organisations came to a 'Having Our Say' event. The purpose was to consider how BME organisations might want to network to influence strategies being developed for the city. Over 30 people volunteered at the event to take part in this group, called the Network Development Group.

This is now the opportunity to find out in detail the issues they’ve examined and the suggested solutions they’ve come up with and to decide what the next steps should be. See attached flyer for more details.

This event is vital for black & minority ethnic community groups who would like to have an input in shaping the city wide voice for black and minority communities and organisations that work with them. Please note each organisation will be allowed 2 spaces to accommodate the number of groups.
