Community Engagement secondment
Community funding threat
South Sheffield Partnership has been bringing organisations together to speak out in unison against a funding threat which could see key community services decimated.

Organisations within the Partnership have for some time been preparing for a reduction in funds with the winding up of various income sources between March and December this year. There were hopes, however, that some funding to deliver essential services would continue through Yorkshire Forward administered ERDF funding. This would enable community organisations to continue supporting local people in the hardest hit parts of our city, to get back into work and training. In July however the major bid to secure these funds was reconfigured around emerging fears that it would not meet the funding criteria.  

South Sheffield organisations were able to use their partnership structures to respond rapidly and collectively to this news. Community anchor organisations in our 13 neighbourhoods have been meeting to discuss the impact, to look at options and to plan a way forwards. Our Members’ Conference focussed on the economic impact and benefits of community based services and representation. Key messages have been disseminated coherently to local councillors, the council leadership, MPs and government ministers.

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An opportunity in sustainability
Third sector organisations face a new challenge, their value driven approach, their connection to the community and their quality of service is evermore endangered by the struggle to achieve stability and sustainability. Procurement can bring statutory funds within the reach of community organisations that hold a unique position in the community; thus creating a new opportunity in sustainability for the Third sector.  

South Sheffield Partnership has offered a unique programme of procurement support to community organisations over the last 18 months and is now extending that support to all organisations through the Trendsetter Procurement-Plus Package
The Package enables organisations to establish their organisation’s readiness for procurement and to create an action plan.  Participants are able to access a bespoke package of training support according to their needs, including Quality Assurance, product awareness, marketing, business planning, organisational development and procurement. Their development will then be recognised with the Trendsetter kitemark.

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Positively Active summer activities
The South Sheffield Children and Young People’s consortium ‘Positively Active’ has successfully demonstrated a partnership approach to delivering positive activities for 8 to 13 year olds in 11 of the most disadvantaged neighbourhoods in the city. 

Manor & Castle Development Trust provided the contract management, monitoring and finance functions, while South Sheffield Partnership coordinated the activity. The delivery was undertaken by a strong partnership of specialist providers rooted in the neighbourhoods, and uniquely placed to deliver the programme responding to local needs. As a result, children in South Sheffield have been able to enjoy activities spanning a range of arts, culture and sport with play embedded throughout. The activities have been a great success, and many look set to be extended further. The consortium meanwhile, will also continue to work together and the Partnership will continue to offer its support in improving services for young people. 
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Positively Active end of summer celebration
